2. Dogs entered at Kennel Club affiliated events must be registered at the Kennel Club in accordance with Kennel Club Regulations for Classification and Registration B.

4. If entries or nominations exceed the number of permitted runners, the right to compete in a test shall be decided by ballot.
5. Should circumstances so dictate the Society, in consultation with the judges, may alter arrangements, as necessary.
